BTSF Workshop on African swine fever prevention and control

Objectives: To train local veterinarians (private and official) on theoretical and practical aspects of
handling surveillance, suspicions and outbreaks of African swine fever

Target audience: Veterinarians working in local veterinary administrations and private practices
involved in the control of pig diseases and performing official tasks on behalf of the national
veterinary authorities during the suspicion and eradication of notifiable animal diseases

Host countries: Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania and Poland

African swine fever (ASF) issues: The workshop will focus on very practical aspects on how to
recognize ASF, what to do in case of ASF and how to avoid bad practices. The chain of command and
disease control shall be addressed. An overview on the biology of ASF, epidemiology and biosecurity
shall be provided in order to allow for a better understanding of the points above.

Part I: An overview on the Biology of the disease (virology, diagnosis, contagiosity, tenacity) and real

The main aim will be to convey the amount of knowledge needed to cope with ASF
from a control and eradication point of view. Particularly the resistance of this virus in the environment :

The main aim will be to review the ASF epidemiology with emphasis on practical (day to
day) experiences in the field gained in the Caucasus and Eastern European countries since 2007.

Part Ill: Biosecurity and disease control measures (Concepts of biosecurity, control measures at farm
level and in the areas covered by the protection zone and surveillance zone in the event of
outbreaks). The main aim will be to address very practical and pragmatic approaches on preventive
and control measures. Provide best practices and to highlight most common errors/shortcomings
(bad practices).
